A. A shut-off valve (not included) in the gas supply line is required. It must be installed within 6 feet of unit and
must be easily accessible. Refer to the NFPA 54 guidelines for further details.

B. Asediment trap in the gas supply line is recommended where applicable. It should be installed downstream of the
shut-off valve as close to the unit as possible. Refer to the NFPA 54 guidelines for further details.

C. Before installing this unit, check the MINIMUM CLEARANCES section to ensure that the surrounding area is
properly sized for the installation.

D. The unit is for outdoor use only. DO NOT install or use this appliance inside a building, garage, or any other
enclosed area, including recreational vehicles and/or boats. THIS UNIT MUST BE INSTALLED SO THAT THE

H. The gas piping system must be sized to provide minimum inlet pressure at the maximum flow rate (BTU/
hr). Undue pressure loss will occur if the pipe is too small, or the run is too long. Gas supply pipe must be 1/5"
minimum interior diameter. If the gas line is longer than 20", a larger diameter line may be necessary. Refer to the
NFPA 54 guidelines for further details.

I. Forinstallations at elevations above 2,000 ft., contact your local dealer or gas supplier before installing. Input ratings
should be reduced approximately 4% per 1,000 ft. above sea level. Refer to National Fuel Gas Code.

J. The unit and its individual shut-off valve must be disconnected from the gas-supply piping system during any
pressure testing of that system at test pressures in excess of 1/2 psi (3.5 kPa).

If a propane cylinder is being used as the gas source, a separate propane cylinder enclosure is required.
See the following information.

American Fyre Designs tank/end tables are available. They meet all propane cylinder enclosure and ventilation
requirements. Contact your local dealer. For requirements regarding custom-built cylinder enclosures, see below.

To ensure proper operation and safety the propane cylinder enclosure MUST comply with the following:
» Proper construction - see PROPANE CYLINDER ENCLOSURE PARAMETERS section.

* Proper ventilation and drainage - see PROPANE CYLINDER ENCLOSURE VENTILATION AND DRAINAGE
section.

« Proper clearances from combustibles - see MINIMUM CLEARANCES section.

You MUST read and follow these sections for complete propane cylinder enclosure requirement details.

PROPANE CYLINDER ENCLOSURE PARAMETERS

For Natural or Household Propane Gas Supply:

The gas supply is to be brought up from beneath the unit near the best suitable location for your gas connection.

TO TURN OFF GAS TO THE APPLIANCE
To shut down the burner system, turn OFF the POWER via the POWER SOURCE CONTROL.
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SERVICING AND CLEANING

Each installation site for any unit presents its own unique combustion environment. Specific factors such as
weather, wind currents, yard debris, altitude, drafts, the size of the surrounding area, all have an influence on the
proper operation of the unit. A normally operating unit will demonstrate the following characteristics:

+ Alively, realistic yellow flame
» Odor-free

If the flame is not clean (identifiable by excessive sooting on the decorative media), refer to the information below.
Some soot on the media may occur and should not be a concern unless excessive.

» Cover your unit whenever it is completely cool and not in use, and follow the guidelines below at least
annually (if available).

ANNUAL CLEAN / INSPECTION GUIDELINES

The unit and the installation must be inspected annually. Refer to these instructions for details. Performing these
procedures will ensure proper operation, appearance, and safety. WEAR GLOVES.

If maintenance is required, it must be done by a qualified professional service technician.

» Always shut off the gas to the unit while performing service work.
